Study Plan S3 

Topic Area: Personalbericht - Selbstporträt

This topic area should give you more confidence in speaking/writing about yourself and your family and friends.

Outcomes (assessment) at the end:

1. speaking: presentation of 2-3 minutes in German with 3x3 keywords as a memory support

2. writing: a paragraph of about 120 words in German

3. reading: text in German with English questions to answer in English

4. listening: text in German with English questions to answer in English

Please use Zick Zack 4 (Unit1) to do the following tasks.

1. Ich über mich

Answer the following questions in German. Remember that you can take bits of the question to make your answer.

a) Wie heißt du?

b) Wie alt bist du?

c) Wo wohnst du?

d) Wo liegt das?

e) Wie ist deine Adresse?

f) Hast du Geschwister?

g) Was sind deine Hobbys?

h) Was ist dein Lieblingsfach in der Schule?

2. Now go to page 6 and read Petra Lindauer’s CV. Answer the following questions in German. Remember you can take bits of the question to make your answer.

a) Wie alt ist Petra?

b) Wo wohnt sie?

c) Wie ist ihre Adresse?

d) Hat Petra Geschwister?

e) Was sind ihre Hobbys?

f) Was ist ihr Lieblingsfach in der Schule?

Tipp: Petra is a girl and that is why you use sie (she)/ ihr(e) (her).
If it was Peter and not Petra, you would use er (he)/ sein(e) (his).

3. Complete the following sentences by putting in: sie/ihr/ihre/er/sein/seine.

6. Now read the speech bubbles on page 9 (Peter, Petra, Zehra, Bernd). These four teenagers describe themselves.

Read what they are saying about themselves and then answer the following questions in German:

1. Wie findest du Peter? - Ich finde Peter/ihn .....

2. Wie findest du Petra? - Ich finde Petra/sie .....

3. Wie findest du Zehra? - Ich finde Zehra/sie .....

4. Wie findest du Bernd? - Ich finde Bernd/ihn .....

7. And now it is your turn to describe yourself. Use the speech bubbles on page 9 to help you and write a short paragraph about how you see yourself.

8. Go to page 10 in Zick Zack 4 now and look at the star signs and their characteristics.

There are twelve star signs through the year. Write them down in German and in English.

Now read what is written about your star sign. Take notes in English on what you have understood. Is the book right or wrong as far as you are concerned?

9. Please got to page 11 in Zick Zack 4. There are two teenagers speaking about their pets but words are missing in the green and blue speech bubble. They are in the orange box though. Can you find out where they have to go and can you translate the speech bubbles into English please.

10. Now it is your turn. Write a short paragraph about your pet and say what your pet is like and what you and other people think of it.

(Should you not have a pet, just make one up that you would like to have.)

11. On pages 12 and 13 you find Ralf’s photo album. There are eight photos of different people and eight speech bubbles on the left hand side.

Read the speech bubbles and match them with the right photo.

Now go to Exercise C. Complete the text by using either

sein/seine or ihr/ihre.

Tipp: sein/ihr - when the following noun is masculine


seine/ihre - when the following noun is feminine or in plural

Now go to Exercise E. Read the statements 1 to 6 and write down which member of Ralf’s family is spoken about.

On page 16 there are three yellow flag exercises.

1. Flaggen aus aller Welt

Write down in German what these teenagers say about themselves. Number one has been done for you.

2. Das passt

Match the ten questions with the ten answers in the blue box. Write the pairs down please.

3. Ich

Look at the pictures provided and write down what the people say about themselves. Jens has been done for you.

On page 17 there are two red flag exercises.

1. Im Gegenteil

You are supposed to find the opposites of the characteristics. The beginning letter of each word gives you a new word.

2. Steckbriefe

There are two CV forms and two teenagers talking about themselves. Please read the speech bubbles and copy the forms and fill them in with the information provided. (in German)

On page 18 there are three black flag exercises. 

1. Meiner Meinung nach

You are asked to give names of people according to the description in this exercise.

2. Sprichwörter

Complete these German proverbs with the words in the blue box.

3. Glaubst du an Astrologie?

Read the five speech bubbles and find out who is in favour of astrology and who does not believe in astrology.

Now study the end of unit summary on page 19 carefully. Make sure you have understood what has been covered in this unit.

Prepare for your speaking assessment now. Here is your task:

Speaking Assessment - Presentation

You are taking part in a trip to your German partner school. On arrival the teachers would like the teenagers to get to know each other better. Do a presentation and introduce yourself. Speak about your family, too. Here are some peg marks to help you:

- give your name/age/birthday and star sign

- say where you live and where this place is situated

- speak about your brothers and sisters and what you think of them

- speak about your pets and what they are like

- speak about your hobbies and what you do in your spare time in general

- speak about your weekend activities

- say something about your school

- speak about your favourite subject at school and say why it is your favourite subject

It helps when you write a proper text which you then reduce to 3x3 words in either English or German as a memory support.

Prepare for your writing assessment now. Here is your task:

Write a paragraph of about 120 words in German about you and your family.

You should mention:

- your name/age/place of living and location

- your parents (names/ages/characteristics/hobbies)

- your brothers and sisters (names/ages/characteristics/hobbies)

- your pets

- your hobbies

- your best friend (name/age/characteristics/hobbies)
